tudents of the MYP participated last week in

a process that is unique to the IBO - the

student-led conference. In this exercise
students meet their parents in a one-on-one
interaction in the classroom, with the homeroom
teacher in attendance as a guide and facilitator.
Students present their parents with a portfolio of
the work they have accomplished in the class
during the academic year and discuss their
accomplishments and short-comings. Together,
students and parents reflect on what has been
achieved in the class so far and set goals for further
improvement.

The conferences are intended to fulfill several

objectives:

e Increase student responsibility for her/his own
learning.

e Provide the opportunity for the students to
reflect on their work as part of the learning
process.

e Develop good communication between
students, parents and teachers.

e Focus attention on student’s academic skills.

e To examine goals and an action plan for each
student in terms of their growth as a learner.

Each student sets the agenda, selects the work to
be presented and leads the discussion. The
starting point is the student’s academic skills and
growth, not grades, per se. As evidence of their
performance, they share work from the year so
far. The student-led conference emphasizes the
student’s thinking, computing, communication,
reflection and other academic skills. Preparing for
the conference enables students to be more
thoughtful and reflective about their true learning
and allows them to create a realistic plan for
achieving higher grades.
